] Ref: Labour Secretary note N1/4281/2021
We would like to bring to your kind attention that the other states have retained the retail petroleum outlets under
the Shops and Establishments Act. Only Maharashtra has brought it under the Factories Act with modifications
that only outlets with more than 20 employees are eligible to be enrolled. In Kerala the Act has been kept in
abeyance by the Kerala High Court. We have enclosed a few certificates from various states.

We are herewith enclosing letters received from various states that they are following the Shops and
Establishments Act.

We would also like to bring to your attention that we are covered under PESO, National Green Tribunal (NGT),
Weights & Measures, Labour Acts which cover all aspects of safety in the business. Safety is foremost at the site
since PESO and NGT have strict rules regarding distance norms and firefighting equipment to be deployed. All
electrical fittings are also governed by PESO to ensure maintenance of high standards.

The National Green Tribunal has mandated the fitment of Vapour Recovery Systems at all Retail Outlets across
the country. This will ensure that all gaseous vapour is collected and condensed back to the tank. This will ensure
that atmospheric pollution is avoided and also ensure that no health hazards occur. These systems are maintained
by the Oil Marketing Companies.

The Dispensing Units, Underground Tanks and Pumping motors dealing with pumping and dispensing of the
products belong to the Oil Marketing Company and are maintained by them. Any faults in the equipment are
repaired only by authorized agents of the Oil Marketing Company, the dealers are not allowed to open or repair
any of the equipment.

The Oil Marketing Companies further conduct perodic safety audits to ensure that all the PESO mandated
equipment are available and well maintained.

We would request you to retain the retail outlets under the Shops and Establishments Act. as all aspects of safety
and health security are covered by various agencies involved in inspecting and granting license.

ETHANOL BLENDED PETROL
IN THE RAINYSEASON

We, The Tamil Nadu Petroleum Dealers Association (TNPDA), is an Association
Registered under the Tamil Nadu Societies Registration Act under Registration
No0.142/80. This Association is formed to take care of the welfare of the
Petroleum Dealers and to represent their Members in dealings with the Oil
Companies, Government authorities etc.

The Members of our Association are carrying on business as Petroleum Dealers
pursuant to Dealership Agreement executed favouring our members by the
respective Oil Marketing Companies, wherein the relationship of the Dealer with
the OMCs is on Principle to Principle basis under which the Dealer is solely
responsible for any contravention of law.

We, the TNPDA whole heartedly welcome the Union Government policy and its
induced initiatives to increase the market for fuel grade Ethanol, is renewable
fuel produced from grains, agriculture waste and various biomass feed stock
sources. It has appreciable benefits of reduction of 27 lakh tonnes of carbon
emission. It also has saved foreign exchange worth Rs 41,000 cores. At the same
time the farmers of the country have earned around. 40,600 cores in 2014 itself.
India imports over 85% of its oil requirement and ethanol blending could help in
reducing dependency on petroleum.

While considering all these positive benefits of this aspect to the Treasure of our
Nation, we, are highly convinced that the OMCs are not adopting proper
standard procedures while implementation of introduction of Ethanol into Petrol
right from blending till delivery to the end consumer. We hereby elaborate below
our observations and suggestions which need to take care of while
implementing the distribution of Ethanol Blended Petrol to avoid
inconvenience to the General Public as well as our Dealer members:

We are compelled to draw your kind attention in regard to ETHANOL BLENDED
PETROL (Gasohol) our Dealer members are facing tremendouslosses and various
issues on the Retail Outlets with General Public while distribution of this Gasohol,
especially during rainy season.

The Ethanol has affinity to water. When the water vapours condense into water,
inside the underground tank and get mixed up with Gasohol, it leads into
conversion of ethanol into ‘mixture of ethanol and water’ and ultimately it form
sediments of this mixture. When these mixture gets dispensed through nozzle to
customer vehicle, they get stalled. This attracts numerous complaints from the
consumers, putting our Dealer members in a very awkward position and
challenging situation on the forecourt of the Retail Outlet without any fault on
their part.

The consumers / customer is neither concerned nor have patience to understand
technicality of conversion of ethanol into mixture of ethanol and water. At the
same time we, the Dealers incur heavy losses to our capital investment every day
to the extent of quantity of these mixture.

Presently it is declared that the OMCs are blending 10% ethanol into the Petrol.
At the same time they are not following the standard practice. In few of the
locations, no blending machines are available to blend the product, as is strictly
stipulated in all the supply locations. This results in “off specs” product which is
delivered to the Retail Outlets. This amounts to controversies at RO's, this needs
to be remedied.

The worldwide accepted industry standard for Ethanol is "ASTM DA4806,
however, the 1S-2796:2008 bring the "Standard Specifications for Denatured Fuel
Ethanol for blending with gasoline for use as automotive spark ignition engine
fuel" (Refer BIS specification for complete details).

As a first step for marketing of the Ethanol blended petrol (Gasohol), a check list
for retail outlets needs be adopted. Delivery of the dispensing pumps need the
correct labelling disclosing the product, using the word " with" or " "containing"
to avoid misleading declaration to the consumers, the honourable Public.

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The OMCs need to verify UG (Under Ground) tank material compatibility.
Wherever the UG tank is older than the year 1984, the tanks needs to be
replaced, to prevent corrosive liquids contaminating with the ground soil. This is
stipulated within the stringent criteria's which need to be followed. It is also
necessary to verify the availability of water and leak detection equipment with
the OMCs. The documenting, the material compatibility, as well as availing a
manufacturer's certification to be kept at the retail outlets.

It is also mandated in IQCM 4.1.4 to clean and remove the sludge residues from
underground storage tanks once in every five years. The Oil Industry Safety
Directorate (OISD) 11.2 mandates to have a document of tanks in service as
stipulated to ensure “Safety”. The OMCs needs to provide training to the RO
dealers and salesmen on the fuel Stations and such mandatory compliance
practices. It has not happened for the past several years.

Before dispatching each tank truck from the supply location, the supply location
officials of OMCs have to take a sample from the loaded tank truck to cross-
check that the product is properly blended and the same sample has to be sealed
and sent with the tank truck.

It is also a necessary to install Silica gel, on the tank opening vent lines to ensure
moisture entry through the pipe lines to the Under Ground tanks, the seals on fill
caps and a proper "water runoff” slope from manhole covers at the ROs.

Ethanol which is blended to petrol has moisture, the atmospheric water vapours
condense into water. This whole process forms more water in tanks which mixes up with
gasohol and leads to separation of ethanol from gasohol and form mixture of water and
ethanol. There is every possibility that this mixture of water with Ethanol and Petrol
would be pumped to the tanks of the vehicles.A Vapour Recovery System need to be
installed to prevent it and the OMCs should provide test kits to monitor Ethanol Blended
Petrol (Gasohol). '

It is mandated as per OMCs that the Underground storage tanks need to be
properly cleaned, dried and then only ethanol blended petrol should be
unloaded into the underground tanks because the Ethanol blended petrol
(Gasohol) should be considered as a new product only.

The huge price paid by the consumers / customers demand ensuring compliance
of Quality, Quantity in the operations of the Retail Sales by complying with the
norms laid out in the Petroleum Act.

If the Dealer faces any issue from the consumers / customers or incurs losses due to
water accumulating inside the underground tank, the OMCs need to have a Policy to
compensate the Dealer and also the Consumers for the losses incurred during
implementation of this aspect. ¥



19. The Tamil Nadu Petroleum Dealers Association is pledged to ensure the Right to
prevent exploitation of the Dealer Members. Also to ensure their Safety
principles as well as Quality and Quantity of the product.

20. Hence for the reasons stated above, we, the TNPDA, request you to intervene
and temporarily stop the supply of Ethanol blended Petrol to the Retail Outlets in
the rainy seasons, as well as till all precautionary and all mandatory procedures
are keenly followed.

21. We, the TNPDA hereby request Honourable Principal Secretary to convene an
industry meeting with TNPDA office bearers and OMCs officials, especially on
this aspect which will benefit the consumers as well as prevent our Dealer
Member from losses on Capital Investment.

We are awaiting your reply in this respect.
